If eligible for special education services, parents receive 2 copies of IEP. This
step occurs no later than 45 working days after school receives initial
& authorization from parents to initiate assessments
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Parents have 30 days for informal discussion with school, and to decide and
notify school, in writing, whether to accept IEP or exercise other choices.
Color coded IEP documents provide spaces to mark choices. Before rejecting any portion
of IEP, it is advisable to contact the Team Chair to attempt to resolve your concerns.
